Clearwater Baseball League Players Code of Conduct
Welcome to the City of Clearwater Adult baseball league; please read then sign a copy of the code of conduct.
This means you will comply with the code or be dismissed from the league.

1. All players most have full uniforms to play in the league; if your uniform is on order you must get a slip
from the league to play until you receive it.

2. 28+ players must be 28 by Dec. 31 of this year, 18+ players must be 18 by Dec. 31 of this year. You must
sign team roster and make a copy of your driver’s license for the league to be eligible to play in the
league.

3. ONLY MANAGERS or TEAM CAPTAIN shall converse with umpires over rules or decision made
concerning a particular play. If as a player you converse with an umpire for any reason on the above
you will be ejected from the game.

4. You will be ejected for arguing BALLS & STRIKES, THROWING BATS or EQUIPMENT,
ARGUING with an Umpire, FIGHTING WITH OTHER PLAYERS or TEAM MATES and USING
FOUL LANGUAGES, HARASSING UMPIRES, OTHER TEAMS & PLAYERS. Ejected players
must leave the field and dugout, may be requested to leave the park. If an ejected player refuses to
leave their team will forfeit the game and the game will stop at that point and the team will be put in
suspension.

5. Ejected players must have their manager call James Lightfoot the next working day to find out how
long a suspension will be, if any.

6. A second time a player is ejected for any reason will result in a 3 game suspension plus they, along with
their coach, must appear before the league officials before they are permitted to play again.

7. A 3 ejection will result in dismissal from the league.
8. No smoking is permitted on the playing field, including coach’s box.

9. Drinking of Alcoholic beverages is PHOHIBITED in the City Park before, during or after all games.
The parking lot is included as well as spectator areas. If any player or participant is found doing this
activity he will be immediately ejected from the league and will no longer be permitted to play in the
Clearwater league. There will be zero tolerance of this rule.

10. We will not tolerate any players or spectators urinating on trees or any area but the rest rooms, any one
found doing this would be immediately ejected from the league.

11. No players shall shove, push, lay hand upon or physically attack an umpire or player during or after a
game, no player shall use insulting language, or threaten an umpire or player during or after a game.
This will result in an immediate ejection from the league.

I have read these rules of conduct and will abide by all rules of the adult baseball league; I understand what the
penalties are for violating these rules.
